The Department of Computer Science and Engineering at the University of South Carolina is pleased to announce its Research Experiences for Undergraduates Fellowship Program for 2007.  We invite undergraduate students in computer science, computer engineering and closely related areas and students in education with an interest in teaching mathematics, science, or computing to apply.  Interns in the program will have the opportunity to conduct research in an academic setting using state-of-the-art computational facilities under the direction of faculty mentors.  A number of special events including seminars, workshops, visits to local industries, and socials are planned throughout the summer.  The experience will help participants learn to work in a multidisciplinary setting while developing professional research skills.  It will also provide a competitive edge for graduate school applications and the job market.  

Research Areas
The Summer Research Program has two major research thrust areas: Computer and Information Security and Software Engineering. Selection Criteria

Selection is on a competitive basis and will be made by the Faculty of the Department of Computer Science and Engineering at USC based on the applicant’s academic record, aptitude for research, and faculty recommendations.  Applicants must be US citizens or permanent residents. Preference will be given to rising juniors and seniors with expected graduation dates between May 2008 and May 2009. Some positions are reserved for participants in the SCAMP (South Carolina Alliance for Minority Participation) program. 

Program Information

Interns will be paid a stipend of $3,600 for the eight-week period, with a possible additional stipend of $400 for follow-on activities following the summer research internship.  A one-time travel allowance of up to $500 will be provided to cover round-trip travel to Columbia. On-campus housing, which includes access to University facilities (e.g., library, physical education center), and a partial meal allowance will also be provided for out-of-town students.  Special events such as seminars by the faculty, visits to local industries, and socials are planned throughout the summer.

Applications must be postmarked or emailed by March 15, 2007.  Selections will be announced by March 31, 2007.
