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Abstract:

Emergency Medical Response Engine (EMRE) is a software application for Personal Digital Assistants (PDA) that will aid individuals in life threatening situations. The software provides tools that can save anyone’s life by informing emergency persons about circumstances that require medical attention until help arrives. EMRE will be used as a handheld first aid kit that is portable and is capable of being downloaded into a cellular phone. EMRE uses a Bayesian Network, which is simply a network of nodes connected by directed links with a probability function attached to each node to prompt users with medical scenarios and ask questions pertaining to their injury; based on the responses given, EMRE will advise the best appropriate treatment.
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
